                                             ____________________________________________

1) Tenders must be addressed to the Director, National Institute of Technology, Durgapur. The tenders are to be deposited in the tender box kept in the office of the Stores Officer, National Institute of Technology, Mahatma Gandhi Avenue, Durgapur-713209 during office hours on working days up to 3.0 P.M.of 16th June, 2009.  Part-A : Technical Bid of the Tender will be opened at 3.0 P.M. on 16th June, 2009 in the General Stores of the College when the Tenderers or their Authorized Representatives  may be present.

2) Tenderers should be either reputed manufacturers or their authorized dealers.

3) The tender should be submitted in two parts, part  A (Techno commercial  bid) and part B (price bid). Each part is to be submitted in separate sealed covers clearly super scribing on the top the relevant part number and tender No. and date of opening. Both parts shall be placed in a larger sealed cover super scribing tender No. and date of opening. 

            Part A (Technical bid) must contain the following.

i) Valid Sales Tax clearance Certificate.

ii) Latest Income Tax clearance certificate.

iii)      Latest Professional Tax clearance               Certificate, if applicable .

iv) Authorised Dealership Certificate from   the original manufacturer in their letter head and signed by their authorised signatory.

v) List of major organizations where the tenderer has supplied the similar tendered equipment.

vi) Credentials.

vii) Full technical specifications supported by printed illustrated technical literature of  the manufacturers/the working manuals and drawings. Tenders without technical specifications shall not  be consider.  

viii) Warranty period (Comprehensive Onsite)

ix) Validity period of its offer.

x) Documentary evidence of supply made at least two/three organizations during the last two years.

xi) Rate of sales Tax, other Taxes, Excise Duty, Freight, Insurance, Installation and commissioning  charges.

xii) Envelope marked “EMD” containing the EMD.xiii)     Solvency Certificate from the Banker

xv)      Tender document duly signed and sealed   as a mark of acceptance of Terms & conditions. 

            Envelop “B” should be marked the “Price Bid” and should contain the Price Bid  part only. 

4) Tenderers’ factory /godown  may  be  inspected  by  the  authority  if  required.

5) Earnest money is to be deposited in the form of Demand Draft in favour of the Director, National Institute of Technology, Durgapur payable at SBI, R.E.College Branch. The tenders without earnest money deposit shall not be considered.

6) The Tenderer must enclose the Xerox copies of valid sale Tax & income Tax clearance certificates with the Tender, failing which tender is likely to be cancelled without any further reference.

7) Rate should be quoted and all other charges like freights, sales Tax etc.to be specifically mentioned in actual percentages or amount to enable the College to evaluate value of each item.

8) Delivery should be made at National Institute of Technology ,Durgapur –9 and cost of delivery if any must be indicated.

9) The Earnest money of the unsuccessful tenderes will be returned to them within reasonable time period without interest on demand.

10) Earnest Money will be refunded to the successful party after satisfactory execution of the order without interest on demand.

11)  If the successful Tenderer after receiving the Purchase order fail to execute the order within the stipulated period or does not fulfill any of the terms and conditions in any respect, the college reserves the right to cancel the order unilaterally. In such case EMD deposited by the Tenderer will be forfeited and no claim whatsoever in this respect will be entertained. 

12) Partial execution of purchase order will not be accepted.

12 (A) Delay in supply beyond stipulated date may lead to recovery of L.D.charges @ 2% on the total bill value per month or part thereof . Maximum amount of L.D. 10%   

13) Dealers should submit valid Dealership Certificate with the part A of the Tender.

14) Our normal terms of payment are 90% within 30 days after receipt of the materials  and remaining 10% on satisfactory completion of warranty  period.

15) The warranty period for any of the quoted  items should be for a minimum of one year from the date of installation and commissioning of the same.

16) The responsibility for damages, if  any, during transit shall rest with the suppliers and rectification of defect/replacement to satisfaction of the client shall be done by the suppliers without any extra cost.

and within reasonable time say fortnight failing which party is liable to pay penalty for Rs.500/-per week or part therof.

17) Security deposit at the rate of 10% of bill amount will be deducted from the bill of the party. The security deposit will be refunded after warranty  period without interest subject to satisfaction of the College authority. Otherwise the tenderer  may opt for a 10% security deposit in the form of a valid Bank guarantee to be submitted before the payment is made.

18) All ordered items must be supplied and executed within 45 days from the date of dispatch of purchase order from the college.

19) Samples when required for examination shall have to be supplied free of cost.

20) Late tenders will not be accepted in any case whatsoever.

21) Tender offer shall be valid for three months from the date of  opening of price bid. If any tenderer withdraws his tender during this validity period, National Institute of Technology authority reserve the right to forfeit the EMD of the tenderer.

22) Suppliers are requested to quote their prices indicating basic price and details of tax components separately. College will supply “D” form.

23) Tender documents are not transferable.

24)  The tenderer must accept and fully abide by the specifications, guidelines, terms and conditions as stipulated in the tender documents.

25) Each page of the tender document is to be signed by the tenderer as a  mark of acceptance of specifications, terms and conditions, EMD etc. If a tenderer fails to sign any page, his offer may be rejected.

26) The responsibility of unloading and safe custody till completion of work, testing and commissioning and handing over shall be with the tenderer

27) No conditional tender will be accepted.

28) Tender forms containing “over writing” or “erased” figures and words in English will be liable to rejection unless duly countersigned at appropriate places.

29) Settlement  of any dispute  will be made under the jurisdiction of Calcutta High Court.

30) Special concession applicable for educational institutions, if any, must be clearly mentioned at the time of tender.

31) All expenditure related to possible transportation of supplied item out side the College premises for servicing etc within the warranty period will be borne by the supplier.

32) Any request from the tenderer in respect of addition, alteration, modification, correction etc of either terms and conditions or rates of his tender after opening of the tenders shall lead to the rejection of his tender.

33) If the last date of submission of tenders is a holiday, the same will be shifted to identical time on the next working day. Similarly in the case of opening of tender too.

34) The materials being offered shall be new and best of respective kinds. The equipment shall have adequate repair facilities and shall operate satisfactorily under variations of climatic conditions as prevailing at Durgapur.

35) The work comprises complete supply, erection, installation, earthing, painting, testing and commissioning  of the equipments.

36) The Director reserves the right not to accept the lowest or any other quotation or to reject any or all of them without assigning any reason and to distribute the entire supply to more than one firm.
